Intelligence

Strategy

It is the intention of the MPS that we will deliver our core police responsibilities
at events and in a manner compatible with the values of the Metropolitan
Police Service .
Our core responsibilities are :

The prevention and detection of crime
The protection of life and prope rty
The maintenance of the Queen 's Peace

Specific strategic intentions for this policing operation :

• To provide a lawful and propo rt ionate policing response to protest ,
balancing the needs and rights of protesters with those impacted by the
protest .

• To maintain public order ;
• To prevent crime and take all reasonable steps to intervene and bring

offenders to justice if crime is committed :
• To work together with event organisers / pa rt icipants and other agencies

to minimise criminal activity and anti-social behaviour associated with
the event .

• To provide an appropriate counter-terrorism response and security
advice , commensurate to the threat level .M
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This tactical plan has been developed to suppo rt Gold 's Policing Strategy
which is as follows :

• Members of the Publi c

This march takes place in central London on a weekday .

Those most affected are likely to be :

• Place of Westminster community - an S07 Bx has bee n
appointed to liaise before , during and after this event . Barrie r
plans and policing suppo rt have been put in place that aims to
allow ongoing access to POW for foot and vehicular traffic . S07
officers will be on post to assist MPs and Lords at key points -
Bridge St for vehicles and outside Black Rod entrance fo r
pedestrians . House authorities are aware of the arrangements .

• Businesses in and around Bridge St - local messaging will
ensure that this small community is made aware of the march
and SNT support will be ke y

• Drivers in and around the area - Westminster Council and TF L
are the highway authorities and have approved the use of road s
for this event . However we have an impact on the length o f
closures . Traffic messaging will ale rt drivers to the closures and
congestion . A police traffic plan will be in place to minimise the
impact but congestion will occur and has to be balanced agains t
the rights of those to protest . I will however seek to restore traffic
flows as soon as possible and will do that piecemeal wher e
appropriate . The use of single barrier lines does have an impac t
on traffic flows due to set up and take down times but is les s
impactive that delta or Wapping boxes that have been used i n
this area previously .
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Officers and Staff

Officers will be fully briefed before being deployed on this event and will be
dressed in uniform appropriate to the level of threat evident of the day . Met
Vests will be worn .

Officers will be commanded by Advanced Public Order Commanders and the
use of Level 1 , 2 and 3 and traffic officers to perform roles has been designed
to reflect the levels of risk and the roles police may need to unde rtake .

Student groups in the past have used tactics such a `surging ' and sit downs
that have led to officers intervening or responding in a way that can increase
tensions and lead to force being used . The key to protecting officers from
allegations that they have exceeded their remit in such circumstances is good
leadership , clear briefings and clarity of the role of police at protest . Bx
commanders will receive from me clear guidance on possible police
responses to a range of `what if s . I will seek to ensure that any requirements I
place on my command team mean that officers intervene only when it is
justifiable , balanced and propo rtionate .

Powers and Policies

Gold 's Strategy underpins the policing plan for this event .

This plan has been developed based on upon the Keeping the Peace manual
and makes use of the Conflict Management Model .

I have considered all of the A rticles relating to Human Rights legislation and
believe that the following are relevant to this event :-

Article 10 - Freedom of Expression - Everyone has a right to freedom of
expression . On this event , the NUS have met with police and we are in the
process of suppo rt ing their requirements and their plans .

Police may intervene , after considering the needs and right of groups
involved , if they believe there is a likelihood of a breach of the peace , public
disorder , and damage to property or serious disruption to the life of the
community .

Article 11 - Freedom of Assembly and Association - Eve ryone has the right to
peaceful assembly and freedom of association with others . As shown above in
a rt icle 10 , police will not intervene unless aggravating factors are present .

Article 5 - Right to Libe rty and Security - Containment is a tactical option that a
Bronze or Silver may consider necessa ry for policing this event . If
containment is carried out , communication will be key to keeping those
persons involved appraised of the reasons why and how long this is likely to
last . The need for the containment will be reviewed regularly by Silver . If the
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containment is likely to be lengthy , Silver will consider the designation of a
containment officer to consider the needs and concerns of those persons
contained .

Any decision taken by myself or command team in relation to these a rt icles
will be Propo rtionate , Legal , Necessa ry and I will ensure we account for and
rationalise any decisions made . All officers will be briefed about thei r
responsibilities under the Human Rights Act 2000 .

General policing powers will be used throughout the policing of this event , but
specific briefing detail will be given around use of Public Order Legislation
pertaining to demonstrations and likelihood of disorder, stop and search
legislation , in particular Section 1 PACE and Section 60 and 60AA CJA .
Section 60 and/or Section 60AA will be implemented only where appropriate
on authority of Silver .

Use of Section 12 of the Public Order Act , pertaining to processions , and
Breach of the Peace legislation will only be used under the guidance of BX
Commanders . Rationale surrounding the implementation of these powers or
the use of containment must be fully communicated to officers policing the
event and to those persons being policed under the said legislation . Silver will
be informed in any case before containment or S12 is implemented ,

All officers deployed on this event will be fully briefed as to their roles and
responsibilities and concerns around a propo rtionate and transparent policing
response before going ground assigned ; checks will be put in place by Bxs to
make sure that they understand the roles and tasks they have been given to
unde rtake .

Barrier plan - This barrier plan is typical of those seen at events in central
London and I believe it is not something organisers or marchers will be
surprised to see . It has been developed by me for a number of reasons which
are accounted for below :

1 . It will enable to marchers to progress safely , ensure smooth/consistent
crowd flows into Parliament Square, prevent opportunistic moves into the
northbound carriageway where traffic will be flowing, and will provide
protection to Downing Street, King Charles Street and POW access and
egress .

2. It will also thwart efforts previously seen with these groups, whereby th e
white tapes are broken and crowds move outside of the march route .
This type of movement obstructs the highway, puts drivers in fear o f
crime, can create disorder, and the absence of physical barriers woul d
increase the likelihood of officers having to potentially use force tha t
could otherwise have been avoided by this proportionate approach .

3 . In part icular , pedestrians marching amongst traffic from the main section
of the march can lead to confrontations with other road users , and the
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potential fro crime e .g . assaults, criminal damage and public order
offences are dramatically increased . Therefore this measure is a
reasonable restriction intended by me to prevent breaches of the
peace and crime (S3 CLA)

The is nothing in my use of policy or powers preventing individual members of
the public from crossing the barriers but the type of barrier will mean they are
unable to cross at all points . Therefore officers will be briefed to direct them to
the established road crossing points , underpasses and any safe gaps .

Roles and responsibilities of police and Stewards

Police are deployed on this event in line with Gold's Strategic Intention, which
includes preventing crime and disorder .

There will be stewards on the event and relevant Bronzes will discuss with the
organisers the roles and responsibilities of those stewards so their capabilities
are understood .

The overall approach is as follows :

Bx 1 will also ensure that liaison is maintained on the ground between Serial
105 and S06 at Downing St regarding PMQs .

Bx 1 will also seek to identify elements in the march that may require a
reserve serial deployment to monitor their activity where concerns arise over
any possible criminal actions or potential disorder . Deployment and command
can then be arranged prior to the march leaving .
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That is positioned so they can respond to any incidents on the
route in Sector 2 .

During the march

• Bx 1 will aim to ensure :

That the organisers start the march on time, or understands and
communicates delays to Sx .

That the march is esco rted front side and rear as outlined above .

That 1 2 positioned propo rt ionately in Whitehall and Parliament St so
they can respond to any malicious breaches of the barrier lines . There prima ry
role is to prevent breaches of the peace , and prevent crime and disorder
being commi tted . They should also be responsible for monitoring the crossing
points so that the public can use these to move across the area and also to
prevent the marchers moving off the route at those points , if as a
consequence , it is believed that a breach of the peace or crime is likely to
occur .

That any contingencies outlined below which are needed on Sector 1 are
coordinated under her command , where possible in consulatation with Silver .

That all officers from her serials move with the march through Sector 2 and do
not get distracted into dealing with issues on that Sector where Bx 2 has
resources allocated to deal .

That 13 removed from Whitehall and redeployed to the remainder of
the march, if appropriate, once it has moved through that area .

That her officers pay attention 1' a

That when 1 5 rrives at the Rally point they immediately liasie with
the Rally organiser . Police presence at the rally point should be propo rt ionate
and aimed only at meeting core policing responsibilities .

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At this stage I am conscious of the fact that the rally point is close to POW .
The possibility of large numbers of those involved in this protest passing back
through Parliament Square will need close monitoring .

Policing Style

I want officers to be pro-active and deal promptly with issues as they arise .
Good communication is vital and officers will be expected to interact with the
protestors and local community as much as possible . Proport ionate and
transparent policing within the event is crucial to preventing disorder due to
miscommunication . Where tactics or cordons are implemented , officers will
advise people as to the reasons why and what action is expected from them .
Any allegation of crime will be dealt with appropriately at the time , unless
unreasonable to do so . Contingencies are shown below and supervisors are
to make sure that they know what they are . PSUs will be fully de-briefed prior
to dismissal and PSU supervisors will be asked to account for team activity
throughout the course of the day .

Professional standard s

I expect all officers deployed on this event to look and behave in a
professional manner at all times . Appropriate uniform will be worn as per the
Op Order. Correct insignia denoting rank and number must be attached to and
clearly visible at all times on all items of outer clothing ; supervisors are
responsible for checking that this is done and must note the fact they have
checked this in their 3166 . Beat Duty Helmets , not flat caps are to be worn by
level 2 officers at the event . Hair must be tied back off the collar . Ties or
cravats will be worn under Met vests and yellow jackets will be done up
properly with the sleeves rolled down . Full PPE must be available for use .
Officers should be discouraged from using mobile phones for personal calls
as this detracts them from their core role . Supervisors will be asked to account
for the actions of their staff , should these standards not be met .

There is no intelligence to sugest the need for Public order kit at this stage .
Therefore , Reserve serials will wear beat duty uniform and their HVP jackets .
All officers will wear full HV jackets due to the high likelihood of working
amongst traffic .

Below I have outlined the contingencies which I feel are most relevant to this
event . The number of `what ifs' are many and varied and not all can be
catered for in advance within this policing plan . This plan will be reviewed and
updated as necessa ry up to and during the even t
