





in smaller markets, and whose disappearance would undermine diversity of opinion. In Norway, for
example, the fund supports the media of the Sami ethnic minority, and has supported distribution
in the sparsely populated north as well as innovation projects. The measures have been credited
with ensuring the survival of healthy media systems.

In Argentina, 2009 media reforms set up a new fund, the Competitive Fund for the Promotion of
Audio-visual Communication (Fomeca), financed by a levy of 10% on the profits of audio-visual
licensees. The fund is run by the licensing authority, the AFSCA, and pays out grants on the basis
of ad hoc calls to applications that address particular purposes. The fund took some time to settle
down, and was hardly in operation at the start of the administration of President Mauricio Macri. It
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
